L: Gracious God, as we place our hands on these Quilts, we join giver and 
receiver, recognizing the unity of all your people in the body of Christ. 

  C: We celebrate being the children of God. 

L: We give thanks for the variety of gifts that compose these Quilts: do-
nations of fabric, thread and sewing machines, the faithful people who 
cut the squares, design the patterns, sew the tops, make backs and fill-
ers, tie and stitch the bindings, provide publicity, donate boxes, pack the 
Quilts, bring food to sustain the quilters and contribute the money which 
makes the shipping of these Quilts possible.
